A) EDUCATIONAL FACILITIES AND COURSES OFFERED
1. UNDERGRADUATE LEVEL

Rashtriya Uchchatar Shiksha Abbiyan (RUSA)

The Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) and semester system have been introduced from the academic session 2013-2014 by the State Government under RUSA. The main feature of the CBCS is to make undergraduate education student centric and prepare them to compete locally, regionally, nationally as well as globally. Within CBCS, students have complete freedom to choose their subjects from a pool of subjects suggested by the UGC.As CBCS strives to create a holistic syllabus, therefore from the session 2016-2017, in addition to dedicated focus on a discipline through core paper, elective papers have been added. Besides, keeping in line with the vision of the Government, special emphasis has been given to Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses and Skill Enhancement Courses. 

2. POST-GRADUATE LEVEL


The College provides Post-graduation in English, Political Science and History. The strength has not only increased but also has given good results. Besides it, the self-financing course under the faculty of PGDCA is also operational in this College.

3. ADD-ON COURSES


Keeping in mind the cut-throat competitive scenario in employment sector, the college has the been successfully running four “Add-on Courses” in Functional English, Fashion Designing, Marketing Management and Tourism and Travel Management. These future-oriented and skill-based courses inculcate the virtues of self-confidence and competitive spirit which are definitely going to help our students to have an edge over the others.
B) INFRASTRUCTURAL FACILITIES

We have upgraded our infrastructure and are constantly in process of doing the same, so that our students find themselves second to none as far as exposure and modern facilities that supplement education are concerned. Our achievements include:

a)  AUDITORIUM-cum-LIBRARY

The college is proud to own a spacious and well-equipped Auditorium-cum-library. While the high-tech auditorium provides a first-class venue to harvest the talent of our students, the well-equipped modern Library serves as a treasure-house of knowledge.The auditorium can house an audience upto 1000 people and is designed for multi-purpose use, from hosting programmes of academic importance to cultural activities, in addition to various competitions and multifarious entertainment.

The “Modern Library” is fully equipped with advanced technology. It has nearly 20,000 books in total, out of which 11897 books include text books and reference books and 7892 books are in community section. In addition to these we have seven daily newspapers, 55 magazines and journals. It also has an e-resource centre. The college library through INFFLIBNET (Information and Library Network Center of UGC) also provides online access to e-books, e-journals and online library to teachers and students. 
b) ARTS AND SCIENCE BLOCKS

There are separate blocks for Art and Science faculties of the college. The Science Block has 6 spacious Halls and 6 laboratories for conducting theory and practical classes. The science Block also houses the Departments of Geography, English and Music. Apart from the 10 smart class rooms that have been constructed in the Arts Block; it includes two IT Labs, Staff Room, NSS ,NCC and Sports Rooms; the Conference Hall and the Office of IGNOU Study Center. The classes of Commerce section are also held in this block.
c) HOSTELS (Boys and Girls) 
There are two hostels in the college that provide boarding facilities to the meritorious and deserving students. Both the hostels are equipped with Water Purifiers, Solar-heating Systems, Sick Rooms, Guest Room and Reading Room. 

d) COMPUTER LAB 

Computers form an essential feature and component in the modern world and their role in imparting knowledge and transforming lives of people, especially of students cannot be ignored. Thus, keeping in pace with the hi-tech and competitive world, the college is equipped with 100 computers of which 60 computers are installed in the two computer labs. One of these labs is a multi-purpose lab that is being used as Language Lab, Aptitude Lab and Career and Counselling Lab. These labs are also provided with over-head projectors and ten broad-band connections. In addition to this, the college has a computer lab funded by UGC having ten computers and ten broad band connections.  Besides IT department, students from various faculties are being benefitted by the Computer Labs. 
e) COFERENCE HALL

To hold the meetings of the Staff Council, and to organize Conferences and Seminars, the college has a well-furnished conference hall. 

f) CANTEEN

The college canteen is a place of refreshment for the college staff as well as students. It offers a great variety of food items and snacks at nominal prices. 
g) PLAYGROUND

The vast playground of the college provides for organizing various outdoor games like Volleyball, Kabbadi, Cricket, Athletics, etc.
h) GYMNASIUM

Keeping in mind the fitness in this hectic and stressful era, the college provides free of cost gymnasium facility to the students and the college staff.
i) BIO-TOILETS
There are 6 eco-friendly bio-toilets in the college, besides the conventional toilets.

NATIONAL SERVICE SCHEME (NSS)
 The National Service Scheme (NSS) was evolved and introduced by the Government of India in the year 1969. It aims at developing amongst students a sense of participation in nation building through Social Work. The College has presently two Govt. financed units of NSS with a sanctioned strength of 200 volunteers. Against this, a total of 303 students have enrolled as volunteers. The NSS units organized the following activities under the guidance and direction of Dr. Umesh Narta, Programme Officer, NSS Unit-I and Dr. Gopal Dutt Sharma, Programme Officer, NSS Unit-II during the year 2017-18.
Special Achievements:
a) National Integration Camp (NIC)

National Integration Camp (NIC) formed the foremost activity among numerous activities organized by the NSS wing of the college from 6th to 12th October 2017. Students and program officers from around 16 states participated in the camp. It was sponsored by the State NSS Cell, Department of Youth Affairs & Sports, Government of Himachal Pradesh in association with the Himachal Pradesh University, Shimla. The objective of the Camp was to integrate the volunteers, cultures, languages of different states of India and to  provide an opportunity for the volunteers to live together, share ideas, opinions and participate in various activities viz; sports, cultural, educational and recreational etc. thereby fostering the spirit of national integration. It involved-

· Opportunity for the NSS volunteers of our college to get a national level exposure and acquaint themselves with the culture, talent and experiences of the volunteers of the participating states as about 280 volunteers from 16 states of India including Himachal Pradesh participated in this Camp.
· Activities as Prabhat Pheri, yoga & pranayam, drill, physical fitness sessions, Rangoli, Essay Writing, Poster Making, Panel Discussion, cultural exchange programmes were organized during the camp.
· Exposure visit to nearby Bijouri village and a National Integration rally in Rohru and Hatkoti, with a view to spread the message of unity in diversity and exhibiting culture of different regions to the local community. 
b) Workshop on Disaster Management

Organized a 2 day workshop on Disaster Management in the College on 15th & 16 December, 2017. This workshop was sponsored by the Rajiv Gandhi National Institute of Youth Development (RGNIYD), Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports, Regional Centre Chandigarh. In this workshop, the volunteers were trained in firefighting operations, first aid and self defence techniques and other necessary precautions to avoid disasters. 34 volunteers and the NSS Programme Officer attended this workshop. 

c) Block Level Youth Parliament

Nehru YUVA Kendra, Shimla in coordination with the College NSS Units organized a Block Level Neighborhood Youth Parliament in the College on 07.02.2018.The main objective of the event was to exhibit and exchange the views of youths in respect of various social and community development issues and ensure their participation both at the planning as well as at execution level of these programmes and activities. The participants were divided in to five groups and each group was assigned topics and asked to prepare charters entailing their views. The Five topics on which the youths deliberated were SKILL DEVELOPMENT, DRUG DE-ADDICTION, ENTERPRENEURSHIP, UNEMPLOYMENT, SPORTS PROMOTION. 
The Programme was organized on Discussion based group presentation, open house discussion and preparations of charters. This was supplemented by views of Resource Persons/experts on each topic. Dr. Umesh Narta, NSS Programme Officer, Unit-I Prof. B.S. Pirta, Associate Professor of Commerce, Prof. Chander Sen Chauhan, Associate Professor of Physical Education, Prof. C.S. Rangta and Prof. Ashwani Sharma, supplemented and complimented the group presentation as experts during the event. Dr. Parmod Chauhan, the Principal of the College and Mr. Prabhat Kumar, District Youth Coordinator, Shimla expressed their views on the importance of Youth Parliament. They also shared their views on the various topics and hailed the role of youths in nation building. The Charters on each of the topics were prepared and after finalization were submitted to NYK which will be later on shared with DC, Chief Minister and Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports, Govt. of India. 
d) Participation in Pre RD &RD Parade


Mr. Neeraj Sharma (B.A.6th Semester) attended Pre-RD Camp for 10 days at Rohtak (Haryana) from 28th November to 6th December, 2017; attended Republic Day (RD) Parade Camp at New Delhi from 1st January to 31st January, 2018. He was further shortlisted as a part of contingent to participate this year’s RD Parade-2018 at Rajpath New Delhi thereby brought laurels not only to the NSS unit & College but also to entire Himachal Pradesh and H.P. University. 

e) Nomination of Reetika Negi to International Youth Exchange Programme 

The name of Miss Reetika Negi , a NSS volunteer of the College has been recommended by the State Government  for the visit of Indian Youth Delegation to various Countries under the International Youth Exchange Programme of Department of Youth Affairs, Ministry of Youth Affairs &Sports, Govt. of India during the month of February, 2018. 
f) Collection of funds for fire victims of Saawni village of Uttarakhand.

In a devastating fire which broke out in Saawni village of Uttarkashi district of Uttrakhand on the night of 14th January, 2018, about 48 houses were gutted rendering more than 250 people homeless and hundreds of cattle dead. Our volunteers visited the fire affected village for a pre-camp survey on 18.02.2018 and to take stock of the situation and the kind of intervention immediately needed by the victims by enquiring the victims, inhabitants & representatives of PRIs. Accordingly an amount of Rs 28,512 was collected by NSS unit to this effect and remitted to the affected families through SDM Rohru.
